Article 11.3 — Contracting Parties also agree to take appropriate measures to encourage
natural and legal persons within their jurisdiction who hold plant genetic resources for food
and agriculture listed in Annex I to include such plant genetic resources for food and
agriculture in the Multilateral System.

Article 11.4 — Within two years of the entry into force of the Treaty, the Governing Body
shall assess the progress in including the plant genetic resources for food and agriculture
referred to in paragraph 11.3 in the Multilateral System. Following this assessment, the
Governing Body shall decide whether access shall continue to be facilitated to those natural
and legal persons referred to in paragraph 11.3 that have not included these plant genetic
resources for food and agriculture in the Multilateral System, or take such other measures
as it deems appropriate.
